Golden West College psychology professor, Joyce Bishop,

has been named winner of the 2008 Hayward Award for
Excellence in Education. Professor Bishop received a

cash award of $1,250 and was honored at a Community College
Board of Governors meeting in Sacramento on March 3.

Each year, the Academic Senate for California Community
Colleges selects four recipients from a list of faculty statewide.
Joyce Bishop is being honored among those faculty nominated in
Orange and San Diego counties, and the deserts. 

Established in 1985, the award was named for Gerald C.
